
Iluma Scan protocol for iDent



General

• Patient Scan – with the template firmly fixed in 
the patient’s mouth, as instructed by the dentist.

• Dual Jaw Scans (where necessary): Mandible and 
Maxilla must be scanned separately.

• Radiographic Template Scan – template alone in 
the Styrofoam holder provided by iDent. 

• Remove metallic objects such as jewelry and 
metal prostheses.



Patient scanning

• Ensure that the template is fixed and stable in the 
patient’s mouth

• The patient should be motionless during the 
scanning procedure. If the lower jaw (mandible) is 
to be scanned, instruct the patient to bite an object 
such as a gauze pad

• Select scan - 40 (or 20) seconds 3.8 mA



Template Scanning

• The template should be placed in 
the Styrofoam box supplied by 
iDent, in the same orientationas 
scanned in the patient’s mouth

• Ensure template stability by using 
either wide or narrow slot in the 
Styrofoam box 

• Select scan - 40 seconds 3.8 mA
